·  plgMul t i si t esCont en t .zi p : is the Joomla 1.5 &  1.6 plugin that searches in 

the ar t icles; 
·  plgMul t i si t esCat egor i es.zi p: is the Joomla 1.5 &  1.6 plugin that searches 

in the categor ies; 
·  plgMul t i si t esSect i ons.zi p: is the Joomla 1.5 plugin that  searches in the 

sect ion. There is no Joomla 1.6 version as the sect ions does not  exists 
anymore. 

 
The instal lat ion consists in unzipping the “Mu lt isitesSearch_unzip_first_Vxxx.zip” 
in to a temporary directory. 
When unzipped, you  have the access to all  the individual plugins l isted above and 
that  can be installed using the standard joomla installat ion procedure.

When the installat ion is completed, you  are remembered that  these plugins 
requ ires the Jms Mult isites version 1.2.34 or  h igher . 
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Joomla 1.6 provides a very simple installat ion inter face. 
The instal lat ion consists in select ing one of the plgMu lt isitesContent .zip or  
plgMu lt isitesCategor ies.zip fi le with browse bu t ton and after  click  on the “Upload 
File and Install” bu t ton (as shown below).

·  The Mast er  Dom ai n  URL : is used when the “Fu ll URL” opt ion is selected 
and that  a “<Master  Site>” is selected. In th is case you  have to provide which 
is the domain  name that correspond to the “<Master  Site>”. 
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The current plugins uses the standard Joomla language mechanism to display 
most  of the messages. 
 
It  delivers English messages located in:
